CURRENT ISSUES OF WINEMAKING ECONOMICAL
DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE

Viticulture and winemaking has always been an important branch of economic de-
velopment in Ukraine. It provided population with essential food and processing industry
with raw materials. Additionally, it played an important role in making of the state and local
budgets.
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Recent years, however, were marked with serious problems and industry suffered a
significant economic downturn. Prices on energy, agricultural equipment, fertilizers and plant-
ing materials increased, loans became unavailable. Without state support companies with a
low amount of current assets were affected at most. Key indicators of winemaking and viticul-
ture of recent years is given in Table 1.

These figures indicate volume of new vineyards started to decrease from 2011.

One of the major problems of the industry development is lack of the government sup-
port. The highest rates of the resource base increase of Ukrainian wines were achieved with
the introduction of the Law of Ukraine Ne587-XIV «About tax for development of viticulture,
horticulture and hop growing» from 09.04.1999 [1]. According to it, income from the sale of
alcoholic beverages has been taxed at 1 percent, and had to be taxed at 1.5 percent since 2011.
Cancellation of this tax, however, which was directed at the development of viticulture, horti-
culture and hop growing, leaded to the situation when vineyards have almost stopped plant-
ing. As result 2014 had a record of minus 97 % of new vineyards compared to the possibilities
of the industry.

Good practice of state support can be found in EU. There is a practice of subsidies for
winemakers in amount of 1 euro per 1 liter of produced wine. EU allocates 5.3 billion EUR of
additional subsidies to support the industry. 530 million EUR is invested directly to advertis-
ing. Another part is given as 7500 EUR per ha for the rooting out the old vines and planting
the new vineyards.

Import and export of goods is an important factor in the economy of the country.
Every year, Ukraine imports 20-25 thousand tons of table grapes (equal to about 4,500 hec-
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tares of vineyards) with the summary price of about USD 30 million. Additionally to this, in
order to produce average of 4.5 million decalitres of «Ukrainian cognac» about 3 million de-
calitres (67 %) of raw materials are imported with the summary price of about USD 40 mil-
lion. This is equal to 171,000 tons of grapes and 24,000 hectares of vineyards. Thus, Ukraine
pays about USD 70 million every year and loses its ability to provide more than 200,000 po-
tential jobs for workers involved in the cultivation, harvest and related industries.

Effective development of the domestic wine industry, focused on the production of
high quality competitive wine products, is currently not possible without usage of modern
technological equipment. Following request of Ukrsadvynprom in September 1997, IVSW
«Magarach» has created national «program of the development and implementation of tech-
nological equipment for primary winemaking Ukraine». The program included the full range
of technological equipment for processing of grapes, fermenting juice, recycling winemaking
wastes, processing apples, for physical-mechanical processing products (heat exchangers,
mixers, flotation installations, filtering equipment etc.), equipment for transportation of pulp,
wort, wine and others (68 products in total). This program however has never been realized.
Considering current global trends and advances in area of winemaking equipment the pro-
gram should be improved and implemented. This will allow to make a significant step to-
wards improving of the industry status and quality of products. In order to achieve this con-
solidation of all stakeholders for retooling the industry is required [2].

Another problem that needs to be solved is the high cost of a license for wholesale
wine selling for producers — UAH 500,000 per year. Equally negative effect on the industry
has a taxation policy for wine production [3]. Increase of tax causes decrease of volumes of
production, increase of prices and low success on the market. Such situation has been already
observed every time tax increases. Experts are convinced that the total budget income finally
decreases.

Ukraine has one of the highest excise tax among the EU countries. In Europe, cham-
pagne and sparkling wines have a zero rate of tax. Dry table wine is not considered as excisa-
ble product. This is valid for example for Germany, Greece, Italy, France, Spain, Portugal,
Luxembourg, Cyprus, the Netherlands, Romania and Slovakia. Reason for this is the culture
of consumption — wine is treated as a food and not alcohol product.

Improvement of situation in wine industry of Ukraine requires several actions to be
taken in different areas. This includes changing of wine consumption culture, mature taxation
policy and state support of wine industry development. Only such active measures are able to
realize all potential of wine industry of Ukraine.
